Using eSchools for home/school communication

We are now using eSchools for electronic home/school communication, in place of the written diaries
we have used previously. This will make our communication more efficient and also, in the longer
term, allow easier sharing of relevant documents and images for different school activities.

You will need to log in via the school website and use the “Groups” function to see the messages
for you.

Please note that there are a lot of eSchools functions that we are not using at this time, please don’t
feel overwhelmed by them.

Please also note that we are NOT using the eSchools messaging system, we are using Group
Discussions instead. If you try to use the messaging system your message won'’t be seen.

Our Sixth Form class, Oaks, is based in a recently refurbished building adjacent to the main
school. Oaks follow a wide curriculum centered around life skills, inciuding regular sessions
of cooking, shopping, community work, gardening, drama, sport options, photography and
digital media and an option to take the bronze Duke of Edinburgh award. Our courses are
assessed through ASDAN, 5o that all students leave with an acreddited certificate in either
Personal Progress or Personal, Social Development. Students also attend link courses at
other colleges such as Brinsbury in Pulborough (the countryside campus of Chichester
College), Collyer's in Horsham and the Butterfly Project.

The class home page will have whole-class information including timetables. The “Discussions”
option will be where you can get news about what the whole class has been doing.

To find messages specific to your child, select the overflow arrow on the menu and choose “Groups.”
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There will be a group with your child’s name. This is only accessible to your login, other parents do
not see it. In this group, (once teachers have added them) you will be able to view documents (such
as ILPs) that are specific to your child. The “Discussions” option is where your home/school
messages will be.
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You can reply to discussions started by class staff, or you can also start your own new discussions.

Over time we will be starting to use more features of the eSchools platform, which we will introduce
to you as we do.
