Class News from Trailblazers Class

Trailblazers topic this term is Frozen Kingdom, we have been learning about The Arctic and
Antarctica, comparing the different places and considering how we could survive in the freezing
conditions. This week the students worked together in groups to create survival shelters like Ernest
Shackleton and his team of explorers had to do when they were stranded in Antarctica for 2 years.
